· Provide quality teacher training designed to meet the needs of the school district 
· Provide teachers classrooms  materials needed to implement training (approximate $2000 per teacher)
· Provide state and nation documents to support implementation of training (approximately $100 per teacher)

· Provide teacher monetary support to attend CAST, the state science conference ($400 per teacher)
· Provide teacher monetary support to attend one informal science training at NASA (approximately $200 per teacher)
· Provide teacher monetary support to mentor/ assist other teachers within their district (approximately $100 per mentored teacher)

· Provide teacher monetary support ($300 per teacher) to attend a graduate course at SFASU           (Teaching Environmental Science)
· Provide $200 stipend per teacher upon completion of ALL grant requirements
· Provide $100 per teacher to present at the regional science conference

· Provide access to Region VII Science materials ‘check out program’
· Provide districts $240 ($40/day) toward substitutes
