Showcase Exhibit is your opportunity to share with the Annual Meeting distinguished guests, and TRC partners and supporters the excellence that you and your institutions exemplify in the delivery of professional development and support of teachers.  We hope you will incorporate this year’s theme Effective P-16 Partnerships: Transforming the Culture of STEM Education into your display.  Your exhibit may include, but is not limited to, posters and a traditional tri-fold display.  You may wish to consider adding the following: 

· Collections of images

· Power Point Presentation
· Brochures of your regional collaborative including the TRC logo and your institution’s logo

· Literature 
· Examples of lessons, activities, or demonstrations

· Artifacts/Documentation of Field Trips

· Time line of professional development opportunities

· Indicators of success/Assessment and Evaluation

· Memorabilia from previous Honoring the Teachers events

· Media/Press coverage (video or news clippings)
· Evidence of administrative support and engagement (letters, certificates, plaques)
Each collaborative will be allotted a table that measures 72” by 30” and is standard height.  The table will be cloth covered and skirted.  

All tables will be positioned against the wall.  You will not be able to stand behind your table.  Floor space in front of your exhibit will be limited.  Please keep that in mind as you plan your display.  

Each collaborative should bring a free standing display (tri-fold or similar) to place on the tabletop.  There are no height limits but please let us know if you have an item that is extremely tall so we can place your exhibit accordingly.

If you plan to use a free standing display (similar to the TRC’s) please notify us so we can find an appropriate exhibit space for you.
Nothing can be attached to the wall.

The security of all valuable items (i.e. laptop computers) will be the responsibility of your collaborative at all times.  Since the exhibits are in a public area you will need to either have someone there with your display or take valuable items to your room or vehicle when you leave.  There will not be a lock-up room this year.

Set up time will be between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, June 30, 2009.  
This year we ask that all exhibits be left on display until Thursday afternoon.  Plan your exhibit so that the backdrop highlights your story without the need for power points or other technology that you may wish to incorporate into Tuesday night’s presentation, as valuable equipment or materials will need to removed during those times when no collaborative members are present to monitor your table.

We will be placing Science and Mathematics Collaborative exhibits side by side.  If you  need electricity or have a special placement need, please indicate that on the form below.
