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Highlights of SECO’s Greatest Hits PDA Training and Evaluation

Expectations and Responsibilities

In 2009, the TRC received grant funding from the State Energy Conservation Office (SECO) to review SECO’s existing curriculum materials and update them to the new TEKS. In addition, this grant supported a PDA for all TRC Science Collaboratives, which could then be used to support training for STMs and CMs in each region. In the summer of 2009, the TRC assembled a team of educators to review SECO materials and select specific lessons to be included in a compilation of the various SECO materials. The result was the SECO’s Greatest Hits CD and PDA.

Scale-up Training

Each Regional Collaborative funded to attend this PDA will be expected to turn this training around to STMs in their region prior to October, 2010. Training may be provided to STMs in both project periods (2009-10 and 2010-11) if projects are funded in 2010-11. Training should be documented in the TRC DataCenter under the title “SECO” so that the TRC can provide feedback about the number of teachers trained to SECO. 

· PDA attendees will receive enough CD’s of SECO’s Greatest Hits to train all of their STMs (please be prepared with STM numbers as you will take these home after the PDA). 
· Regional Collaboratives are strongly encouraged to include the SECO materials in the outreach training provided to CMs. Additional CDs will be made available at no cost to Regional Collaboratives for this purpose but should be requested at least 2 weeks prior to training. Requests for additional CDs will be made through a simple web form and mailed to the presenter. The link will be provided through the SECO discussion group on TOLC.
· STMs that provide outreach training to at least 25 CMs or OPD teachers are eligible for a stipend of $100 per 25 teachers trained. STMs can earn up to $500 for documenting training for up to 125 additional teachers. You will receive a form for documenting this training at the PDA.
· The top 3 outreach trainers across the TRC will receive a special prize of a Flip Video Camera to support implementation of the lessons and training in their classrooms!
Evaluation

STMs will be asked to complete a very brief online evaluation of their implementation of SECO lessons. One evaluation will be sent out in the spring of 2010 and another in the fall of 2010.
