All applicants must demonstrate prior experience in providing professional development and assessing its impact on student achievement, using the following guidelines.  Attach supporting documentation after this page in your application. 

Statement of Demonstrated Effectiveness for Nonprofit Organizations (new grant applicants):

1. Documentation of past effectiveness in providing science teacher professional development must include:  
· Title, dates, and location of activities; 
· Number of teachers who participated; 
· Names and titles of instructional personnel; 
· A summary of course/workshop content and activities (syllabus); and 
· Evidence of program outcomes, which may include data on improved student outcomes, final evaluation report, recruitment procedures, and resulting materials or publications.

2. Evidence of financial stability must include: 
· A complete copy of the management letter from the most recent independently audited financial statement, 
· Evidence that the nonprofit organization is not dependent on this grant for continued existence of the organization and its current staff configuration, and 
· Evidence of official registration with the Texas Secretary of State’s office as a not-for-profit organization whose main office is located in Texas.
