FORM TWO: Statement of Provisions and Assurances

10. Program activities will be based on the review of scientifically based research and be expected to improve student academic achievement. [P.L. 107-110, Section 2202 (b)(2)(C)]

11. Professional development activities will meet the teacher quality and professional development needs of any schools, local education agencies, and state educational agency that comprise the eligible partnership with respect to the teaching and learning of science or mathematics. [P.L. 107-110, Section 2202 (b)(2)(A)]

12. The project will comply with the uniform provisions for providing services to private schools as specified in Title IX, Section 9501.

13. The project will expend these funds to conduct activities in one or more of the allowable activities identified in P.L. 107-110, Section 2202 (c).
